Math Strands & Timeline
Welcome to Math 6!  We are looking forward to working with you this year as we build our skills in math.  Through exploration and discovery, you will sharpen your minds and learn how to solve problems using a variety of strategies.

· Numbers (September – December)
· Use numbers to describe quantities
· Represent numbers in multiple ways
· Develop a number sense for decimal and common fractions, explore integers and show number sense for whole numbers
· Demonstrate an understanding of, proficiency with, calculations
· Decide which operations or combination of operations are needed to solve a problem and then solve the problem
· Apply arithmetic operations on whole numbers and decimals when solving problems
· Patterns (January – February)
· Use relationships to summarize, generalize and extend the patterns including those found in art and music
· Use informal and concrete representations of equality and operations on equality to solve problems
· Shape and Space (March - April)
· Perform, analyze and create transformations
· Create patterns and designs that incorporate symmetry, tessellations, translations and reflections
· Solving problems involving perimeter, area, surface area, volume and angle measurement
· Use visualization and symmetry to solve problems involving classification and sketching
· Statistics and Probability (May) 
· Collect, display and analyze data to make predictions about populations
· Develop and implement a play for collection, display and analysis of data gathered from appropriate samples
· Cumulative Review & PAT (June)

You will experience these strands through numerical, pictorial and concrete methods.  Communicating about math and making connections will become part of daily activities as you learn to estimate, problem solve, and reason.
ASSESSMENT
There will be three reporting periods throughout the school year.  The end of the reporting period signifies a date to report to parents.
Each of the three report periods will be cumulative with a weighting of 90% of the final year end achievement mark, with the PAT making up the final 10%.
